Who is the Neurodevelopmental Service (NDS) for? 

The NDS is an integrated multi-agency/ multi-disciplinary service for school aged children and 

young people (aged 5-17) with a diagnosis of or suspected ADHD or Autism and children and 

young people (aged 5-18) with a diagnosed Learning Disability. 

How you will be referred to the service? 

You can be referred in two ways: 

1. For children/ young people who do not have a diagnosis of ADHD or ASD and require  

assessment, referral is via the Early Help Pathway (usually completed by school) and        

parents having attended an evidence based parenting course. 

 
After an initial review of the Early Help and other referral information primary aged           

children may see a Community Paediatrician for a General Developmental Assessment 

(GDA). Following the GDA a referral will be passed to the NDS if further assessment is 

needed. Older children will be accepted directly into the pathway if there is sufficient       

evidence of a Neurodevelopmental-Disorder.  

 

2. For youngsters who already have a diagnosis of ADHD, ASD or Learning Disability       

referrals can come from GP or other professionals involved with your child. 

 

What do I do if my child is ill on the day/ I canôt make the              

appointment? 

If you think that your child is too ill to attend an assessment on the day then please telephone 

the CDC as soon as possible to let them know. If the CDC have notice then sometimes the 

they can contact other families who are waiting and offer them the appointment.  

 

If your appointment is not convenient for you then please telephone and let CDC know as 

soon as possible. They will try to meet requests for appointment dates and times, but this is 

not always possible due to the working patterns of the staff involved in the assessment               

process. In all cases when an appointment is cancelled it is likely that there will be a further 

wait for a new appointment. The CDC will try to rebook you into the next suitable slot. If you 

cancel more than two appointments the CDC may not be able to rebook, and may refer you 

back to your GP or health visitor. 

 

If you do not bring your child to the appointment on the day then a member of the team at 

CDC will write to you to request that you telephone to make a new appointment within 7 days 

of receiving the letter.  

 

The CDC may contact the Trust safeguarding team or the Local Safeguarding Childrenôs 

Board (Social Care) to notify them of non-attended appointments. The CDC normally only  

allow a maximum of two nonïattended/ cancelled appointments before discharging your child  

from the service. As the CDC  have a high demand for our appointments therefore the CDC is 

not able to keep offering appointments. If you are unsure about anything please telephone the 

CDC. They will always try to help in any way they can.
